ELC Report —state | ¢ The State of Florida has moved ahead with the changes required
and local updates: by the Child Care Development Block Grant (CCDBG) as outlined
Susan Block by the Federal Government. CCDBG is the grant that the state
draws down federal funds for subsidized child care (School




Readiness - SR). The Office of Early Learning (OEL) has put
forward a basic framework to meet the federal requirements.

Ms. Block discussed the Florida Southwestern College (FSW)
Early Childhood Education Cost Study. Those present who
participated in panels discussed their understanding of what they
heard in workgroups concerning best practices improve the quality
of child care.

Highlights of the new Health and Safety Handbook for School
Readiness Facilities were discussed, including:

o Group Size

o Pre-Service Timeframe and training courses

o Break in Service

o General Requirements

Discussion ensued and the following questions were raised to be
submitted to OEL

o What are the deadlines to have the requirements in place?

o How does the 90 day requirement for training work — does
the person just have to be supervised if they do not
complete training in 90 days or are they unable to work at
an SR center?

o Why is the first teacher in an age group not required to be
certified, but additional teachers are?

o If someone returns to childcare, having never completed
their DCF required hours, do they start over with the 40
hours in 90 days for the SR requirements, or can they
continue where they left off in the DCF one year
requirement?

Collier County Public Schools (CCPS) is offering professional
learning sessions to community and district pre-k teachers. The
classes will be taught by CCPS professionals including a
Kindergarten teacher and social worker. These sessions are on
the topics social-emotional well-being (October), literacy (January)
and STEAM (Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts and Math)
(March).

The trainings are a joint venture between CCPS and ELC. They
will be held in Naples and Immokalee. CEUs will be offered
through the Early Learning Coalition.

A request was made for a repeated session in Immokalee since
school hasn’t started yet.

In August, it was reported that 3767 SR children were enrolled.
The current enrollment of SR children is now up to 4333. The
majority of these children have a 12 month enroliment. Enrollment
is continuing at this time.

VPK enrollment is now 7042..

The current waitlist for the four counties — Collier, Glades, Hendry
and Lee —is 850.

Provider Survey
Results: Gayla
Thompson

The results of the survey were shared with the program committee.

94 of the approximately 350 providers responded to the survey.
The demographics of the respondents appear to correspond to the
demographics of the providers on a whole.
Highlights:
o 85% of providers prefer e-mail communication from ELC
o 70% of providers prefer e-mail to communicate to ELC
o The most contacted areas of ELC are VPK child
enrollment, VPK providers, reimbursement, provider
services/Mentors.

o Challenges include: unanswered phone calls/emails,
reimbursement concerns, redetermination notices
There was a discussion of how to improve communication with

parents about fees: give examples, have parent repeat back
information, they need to see it not just hear it, providers should
go over information about fees and have them sign it.

ELC will work on strategies to deal with the challenges identified.
Suggestions to improve the survey were noted, and questions for
next year solicited.

Marie Liebensohn reported that the Early Learning Florida class
she leads is under-enrolled 20 students are required for each
class.

Jesyca Virnig followed up on interest in working with Sheriff’s office
to advise child care providers of safety and security issues in the
community. Susan Block reported that she met with Sheriff Scott,
who advised that child care providers should get to know their local
agencies. Jesyca has a contact in the sheriff’s office and will
pursue further advice. She also advised of an active shooter
training on October 25" from 8:30 — 12:30 sponsored by the
Sheriff's office. She will pass on more information when she has
it.

Kelly Roy announced that the PELL grant and TEACH can be
used together. She has a great deal of information about
scholarships.

Julia Kroeker announced that FSW will sponsor a play event on
Saturday November 19. There will be boxes, spare parts, recycled
materials and other fun free play for children ages 1-10. She will
make the fliers available once they are ready.

Contracted slots add value to the SR slot, but does not add
additional children.
